Butterfl y’s generous world beat performances offer venues the opportunity to present 
the current movement in tap – she has revolutionized the common presentation 
typically associated with the genre. As a young dancer, Butterfl y cut her teeth 
performing on the street and earned her name from the tap-legend Jimmy Slyde. 
Recognized for her meticulous footwork, crisp rhythms, and elegant delivery, 
trumpeter Joey Morant described Butterfl y as “the Coltrane of dancers,” in the 
New York Times.
In addition to several renowned tappers, Roxane Butterfl y’s Worldbeats tours 
with fi ve jazz musicians. This evening-length show includes live music, spoken word, 
and guest tap artists from each local community.
